As previously disclosed, on July 9, 2017, Westar Energy, Inc. (“Westar Energy”), Great Plains Energy Incorporated (“Great Plains Energy”) and
certain other parties entered into an Amended and Restated Agreement and Plan of Merger (“Merger Agreement”). On August 25, 2017, Westar Energy and
Great Plains Energy filed a joint application with the Kansas Corporation Commission (“KCC”) requesting approval of the transactions contemplated by the
Merger Agreement.

On March 7, 2018, Westar Energy, Great Plains Energy, the KCC Staff, the Citizens’ Utility Ratepayer Board, or CURB, and certain other
intervenors entered into a settlement agreement (the “Settlement Agreement”) to settle certain issues related to the joint application. The Settlement
Agreement is subject to review and approval by the KCC.
